WEEKLY GOAL BY $2,194.87! 

 Currently, we have 45 retired priests. With 55 active priests over the 
age of 60 or older, the number of retired clergy will grow considerably 
over the next decade. In addition, thanks be to God, our retired clergy 
are living longer and continue to help at Masses throughout the  
Diocese. However, this increases the cost above projections that were 
made when the system was put in place a couple of decades ago. 
Also, priests who come to the Diocese of Oakland from another  
Diocese or religious orders to serve the people of Oakland do not 
bring their retirement benefits with them. They start with zero when 
they begin to minister here. After meeting with the Priests’  
Retirement Board in 2013, it was recommended to add this second 
collection for clergy retirement and include clergy retirement in the 
capital campaign also.

PREPARING FOR BAPTISM – RITE OF ACCEPTANCE NEXT SUNDAY 
The journey to baptism for adults and older children is done through the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA).  It 
begins with “Inquiry,” an opportunity to explore whether this is where God is calling them at this time.  When ready, 
they celebrate the Rite of Acceptance into the Order of Catechumens, where they publicly express their desire to pre-
pare for baptism as Catholic Christians and are formally accepted into the community.  We will celebrate this Rite next 
Sunday (August 21) at the 9:30 Mass, since an inquirer is ready to take this step and join the existing catechumens in 
the RCIA dismissal each Sunday. “Inquiry” for those thinking about becoming Catholic is still offered every Wednesday 
at 7:30pm in the Parish Center.
