Clergy Corner

A Message from the Pastor
First Reading: 1 Jeremiah 1:4-5,17-19

In today’s first reading, we have the call of the prophet of
Jeremiah. Perhaps, he is not yet twenty when he is called by
the Lord to be a prophet. He is a good, sensitive, intelligent
young man who wants to raise a family and live in peace in
Anathoth, the village of his ancestors. Instead, even before
being conceived in the womb of his mother (vv. 4-5), he is
chosen for a difficult and dangerous mission. He is called to
proclaim a message contrary to the expectations of his
countrymen. In a time when “from the smallest to the largest,
from prophet to the priest, everyone tells lies ... and everyone
is convinced doing so is good ” (Jer 8:10-11), Jeremiah is sent
to proclaim aloud: “Doing so is not good.” His life is a
succession of tragedies and failures.

The prophet is the one who sees the world through the eyes of
God. He is gifted with a strong spiritual sensitivity that leads
him to be immediately aware of the distance that separates
the Lord’s plan from the works of people. He experiences a
deep bitterness when the people choose paths of death, when
unjust relationships are institutionalized in society, when those
who are supposed to protect the weak, defend the orphan,
alien and the widow take the side of the powerful.

It takes courage to be a prophet in our society and in our
families. | congratulate the prophets of our parish. Last
Sunday some of our parishioners and high school students
went to San Francisco for “walk for life”. They publicly gave
witness to their conviction that life is sacred from “womb to
tomb”. | also congratulate all our parishioners who are
involved in Oakland Catholic Worker and “Welcome the
Stranger” projects. You are prophets in our midst. You have
the compassionate heart of Christ which embraces everyone.
When your going is tough as prophets remember the
concluding verse of today’s first reading which will give you
hope and comfort. “They will fight against you but they shall
not overcome you, for | am with you to rescue you” (v. 19).
