





From The Pastor: The Feast of the Ascension
Of Our Lord

We celebrate the feast of Ascension of our Lord this
Sunday. We have two accounts of the Ascension - the
first reading from the Acts of the Apostles and the Gospel
of Luke. The earthly mission and ministry of Jesus are
now over and he is now returning to sit at the right hand of
God. Jesus trusts his friends and followers to carry on his
work of proclaiming and spreading the Kingdom of God.

In the first reading, they are told that they will be baptized
with the Holy Spirit and in the Gospel he tells them they
are witnesses (to this) and that they will be clothed with
power from on high. He knows that they will need help
encouragement and strength for the task that lies ahead
of them. This promise points and leads us directly to
Pentecost which we celebrate next Sunday. Jesus knows
that these men and woman will need all the help they can
get as they spread the good news of his resurrection.

Today as the church, we too are called by Christ and sent
out just as these first Christians were. We are asked to
proclaim the Kingdom of God, and like them, we too are
strengthened by the Holy Spirit, as St. Paul tells us in
Romans 5.5, ‘God’s love has been poured into our hearts
through the Holy Spirit.” We are Christ’'s witnesses today
in our homes with our families and with our neighbours in
our parish community. We are called and challenged by
Christ not only to hear the good news of the gospel, but to
do whatever we can to share it with others we meet.

During this centennial year of St. Joseph Basilica we will
make special efforts to reach out and touch with love the
“fallen away” Catholics through a program called “Alpha”.
We are forming a core group to implement this program. If
you are interested in this outreach program please let me
or the parish office know. The feast of Ascension reminds
us powerfully that we are the hands, heart and feet of
Christ to share the joy of the Gospel

Devotion of the Month: Sacred
Heart of Jesus

Devotion to the Sacred of Jesus is one of the
most popular Catholic devotions. Although it
was beloved in previous centuries, Jesus
appeared to St. Margaret Mary Alacoque in
1673, showing her a vision of the now-
famous image of His Sacred Heart,
surrounded by flames. He said to her: My
Heart is so full of love for men that It can no
longer contain the flames of Its burning love.
I must discover to men the treasures of My
heart and save them from perdition. St.
Margaret Mary was given the special
mission to spread the devotion to His Sacred
Heart throughout the Church. Jesus gave
St. Margaret Mary many promises
associated with this devotion, and requested
that a feast day in honor of His Sacred Heart
be instituted on the Friday after the Octave
of Corpus Christi. In 1856, the Feast of the
Sacred Heart (Feast Day on June 28th) was
spread to the Universal Church, and in 1899
Pope Leo XllI solemnly consecrated all
mankind to the Sacred Heart of Jesus,
calling it “the great act” of his pontificate.

Men of Galilee, why are you
standing there looking at the sky?

Imagine you've spent an incredible
three years with your best friend. Then
one day, everything changes. He tells
you that he is going to leave you and
won’'t be coming back. He gives you
advice on how to live without him,
reassures you of his love, then
disappears. How would you feel? The
pain would almost be unbearable. That
seems to be the exact situation the
disciples of Jesus faced in today’s
Gospel reading. Can you imagine how
difficult this situation was for them to
see Jesus ascend to heaven and how
confusing their task ahead appeared to
be? And yet, Jesus promised them—
and he promises us all—that he would
never abandon us. Though he
ascended to the Father in heaven,
Jesus does not leave his disciples
alone. He gives all Christians his Holy
Spirit, to be our guide and eternal
friend. Moreover, he shows them what
their reward will be if they remain
faithful. Just as Jesus ascends to the
Father, so too will we fully enter into
God’s life if we remain faithful to his
promises.
