Ministry Highlight: Grief Support

Every loss has within it the power to free our
hearts for God. St Joseph Grief Ministry leaders,
Bill Kueppers, Pamela Prime and Suzanne Morris,
seasoned Spiritual Directors, have learned that we
have choices when we experience a loss - we can
attempt to bury the grief, or we can feel the grief.

If we attempt to bury our grief we go about with
unhealed pain. It sits unattended, heavy in our
hearts and interferes with the flow of love.

God desires our hearts be free for love. The
unhealed pain will resurface often and even
though we try to hide from it, God patiently waits
for us.

It is important to grieve our losses fully, to feel all
of the pain. In this way, we uncover deep within
our hearts, now broken open for God, a bountiful,
peace-filled love relationship with God. We learn to
change what we can and we come to accept what
we cannot change; to love ourselves as we are, to
love our life as it is.

As one person noted, “If | had not had
significant losses in my life, losses that forced me
to my knees before God, | would not be who | am
today. | would be asleep; unaware of the
preciousness of life and the felt sense of God’s
love and compassion”

Through prayer, spiritual direction, therapy and
grief ministries, we learn to trust, to feel the depths
of our pain, to own the anger, to accept the
confusion and to acknowledge the fear while being
held by a loving and compassionate God.

Come join us as together we heal whatever is
causing us to suffer.
