Message from our Director of Faith

Can you believe it?  The year is almost 
over.  Sure, we have another whole 
month before 2018 ends, but today, the 
Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King 
of the Universe, is the Last Sunday in 
Ordinary Time.  In one week we begin a 
new liturgical year with the season of Advent.   

Before we start pulling out the Christmas decorations, let’s 
take a moment to look back over the past year.  There has 
been scandal and healing, deaths and births, celebrations 
and mourning.  One man in Pittsburgh targeted Jews who 
had gathered for worship; the following week in Alameda 
people of all faiths gathered to express solidarity at the vigil 
at City Hall.

people have responded with courage and compassion.  Fr. 
Tom Uzhunnalil, held as a hostage for 18 months after 
witnessing the murder of co-workers, spoke at our parish 
about faith and forgiveness.   

How do we handle the ups and downs of our lives, the 
happy and the tragic?  How do we face evil and not lose 
hope?   I don’t know about you, but I certainly cannot do it 
on my own.  As Ordinary Time ends and Advent begins, 
the readings focus on Jesus, who reigns triumphant over 
the world and will come again in glory.  May we remember 
to place our trust in our true Leader, Jesus Christ, King of 
the Universe.  Lord, grant us strength to weather the 
storms, hope in the future, and love to combat hate.
